Expressive arts and design
ELG: Being imaginative: Children use what they have learnt about media and materials in original ways,
thinking about uses and purposes.

Children at the expected level of development will:
* Begin to develop complex stories and storylines using small world equipment like animal sets, dolls and dolls houses etc.
e Listen attentively, move to and talk about music, expressing their feelings and responses.
¢ Sing in a group or on their own, increasingly matching the pitch and following the melody.
* Explore and engage in music making and dance, performing solo or in groups.
